Welcome to the first edition of Community
Focus under our new name Community
First for Portsmouth

Over the coming months we will take a
number of opportunities to promote our
new name e.g. during Volunteers Week
(first week in June), and develop our new
website: www.communitylst.org.uk.

We are also planning a major celebration
of all the positive things going on in the
sector and the positive impact that we all
have on the life of the City. The planning
date for the celebration is 22 September
2009 , so keep that date in your diary. If
you want to get involved in the planning
for such an event then let me know!

The £150,000 Primary Care Trust Volun-
tary and Community Sector Investment
Fund will be launched at the Providers
Network on 22 April. This will provide op-
portunities for the sector to win contracts
to fund health projects in specific priority
areas, such as supporting safe hospital
discharge, healthy lifestyles and services
for people with mental health problems or
learning disabilities. This is an exciting op-
portunity for the sector to learn about
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health provision and develop service plans
in a safe environment.

As part of this project we will be under-
taking a Training Needs Analysis (TNA) for
the sector and commissioning training to
support organisations who are interested
in becoming providers or expanding provi-
sion.

| was delighted to speak at the opening of

the Information and Opportunities Day for

those working with children, young people

and families on 25 March at the Guildhall.

It was amazing to see so many local
groups clearly committed to improving
the lives of young people in the City and

working together.

| am pleased to announce that we have
secured £35,000 of funding for the Shop-

mobility scheme and funding to develop
new ways for the Voice of the Sector to be
heard in the City. We will be working with

the support of NAVCA on the Voice project
over the coming 6 months.

Finally, The Office of the Third Sector
issued Real Help for Communities: Volun-
teers, Charities and Social Enterprises
February 2009. This identified an action
plan of £42.5 million to support the sector
during the recession.
